HOW TO GET TO LADY MARGARET HALL:

By car
There is no public parking within the College grounds (visitors with disabilities should enquire about 
priority access). On-road parking nearby is short stay during the daytime.  
 
We recommend that drivers park at Pear Tree Park and Ride (OX2 8JD) and catch the 300 bus, alighting 
at Radcliffe Observatory Quarter (10 minutes’ walk).

At the Park and Rides, there is a maximum parking time (normally 72 hours) – please check and be 
aware of this if you are staying overnight in Oxford.

Oxford Parkway Park and Ride (OX2 8HA) (also known as Water Eaton Park and Ride) is an alternative; 
take the 500 bus, alighting at Keble Road, then 10 minutes’ walk. Allow 20 mins for your bus journey.

Parking in Oxford
As an alternative to the Park and Rides, parking spaces can be rented privately by the hour or day,  
for example on driveways or garages. Schemes that offer this facility include:

By rail
From Oxford Parkway railway station: Take Park and Ride bus number 500, alighting at Keble Road. 
Allow 20 mins for your bus journey plus 10 minutes’ walk.

From Oxford (city) station: Take bus number 14, 14a, 300, 500, S2 or S3 from outside the station, 
alighting at Parktown/Keble Road/Radcliffe Observatory Quarter. Allow 10-15 mins for a taxi ride, 
or 30 mins walking

By bus
LMH is on the following bus routes: S2, S3, 14, 14a, 5, 6, 6c. Alight at Radcliffe Observatory Quarter.
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
